Suhrn vysledkov rieSenia projektu a naplnenia cielov projektu v slovenskom jazyku

Hlavnym cieflom projektu bolo pomocou interdisciplinarneho pristupu analyzovat filozoficko-
etické aspekty vyuZitia NBIC-technoldgii pre zlepSenie Zivota fudi. Interdisciplinarny pristup
spocival v kombinovani filozoficko-etickej analyzy v rAmci diskurzu o trans- a posthumanizme
vo vS§eobecnej rovine, ako aj na vybranych konkrétnych emergentnych technolégiach
(mozgova stimulacia, mind uploading, editovanie fudského gendmu, synteticka bioldgia) s
kvantitativnym a kvalitativnym empirickym vyskumom postojov obyvatelov Slovenska k tymto
technolégiam. Hlavnym vysledkom je medzinarodna zahraniéna kolektivha monografia
Promises and Perils of Emerging Technologies for Human Condition (editor: Peter Sykora),
ktoru napisali rieSitelmi projektu spolu so zahraniCnymi kolegami z Masarykovej univerzity,
VarSavskej univerzity a Stradin$ univerzity v Rige. V teoretickej filozoficko-etickej rovine sa
rieSitelia projektu zamerali na analyzu koncepcii trans- a posthumanizmu z viacerych
perspektiv — z perspektivy vylepSovania ¢loveka (human enhancement), liminality, filozofie
pragmatizmu, biomoci a biosociality, Heideggerovej filozofie, nesmrtelnosti a identity,
editovania ludského genému (CRISPR/Cas9) a ludskej prirodzenosti, syntetickej bioldgie,
chemickej a hibkovej mozgovej stimulacie. Vysledky svojich analyz publikovali v 11 §tadiach v
domacich karentovanych €asopisoch (Filozofia, Communication Today) v 4 vedeckych
pracach v zahrani¢nych karentovanych ¢asopisoch (Filosoficky ¢asopis, EMBO Reports), v
online filozofickom Casopise Ostium a v medzinarodnej monografii The Ethics of Reproductive
Genetics (Marta Soniewicka, editor) vo vydavatelstve Springer. Priekopnicky empiricky
vyskum zamerany na skumanie postojov obyvatelstva k vybranym emergentnym
technolégiam (nanotechnolégie, editovanie ludskych génov, synteticka biolégia) pozostaval z
dotaznikového prieskumu na reprezentativnej vzorke 1400 obyvatelov Slovenska. Na zaklade
Statistického modelovania kauzalnych vztahov medzi hodnotami premennych (dévera,
benefity, rizika, dévera, religiozita a povedomie) ziskanych v prieskume sme pomocou série
Strukturnych rovnic kombinujucich faktorovu a regresivnu analyzu vytvorili novy model
akceptacie emergentnych technolégii ob€anmi Slovenska. Prostrednictvom fokusovych
skupin sme potom dalej upresnovali niektoré vysledky kvantitativneho vyskumu. Dotaznikovy
prieskum tiez odhalil komplexnejSie postoje obyvatefov k o€kovaniu deti, na zaklade ktorych
sme pripravili odporuc¢anie pre prisludné Statne institucie, ako do buducnosti upravit
oCkovaciu politiku. Taktiez sme v spolupraci s Lekarskou fakultou New York University v
suvislosti s 20. vyro¢im Oviedskeho dohovoru o fudskych pravach a biomedicine pripravili
odporucanie pre Radu Eurdpy ohfadne biopolitiky tykajucej sa editovania fudského genému,
ktoré vyvolalo zna¢nu medzinarodnu odozvu.

Suhrn vysledkov rieSenia projektu a naplnenia cielov projektu v anglickom jazyku
(max. 20 riadkov)

The main objective of the project was to apply an interdisciplinary approach in order to
analyze philosophical-ethical aspects of NBIC-technology use to improve human life. The
interdisciplinary approach combined a philosophical and ethical analysis within the discourse
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on trans- and post-humanism, on both a general level and on selected specific emerging
technologies (brain stimulation, mind uploading, human genome editing, synthetic biology),
with quantitative and qualitative empirical research of the attitudes of the inhabitants of
Slovakia to these technologies. The project’s principal result is the international monograph
Promises and Perils of Emerging Technologies for Human Condition, (Peter Sykora, editor)
written by the participants in the project and their international colleagues from Masaryk
University, Warsaw University and Riga Stradins University. On a theoretical philosophical-
ethical level, the project participants focused on analyzing the concepts of trans- and post-
humanism from several points of view — human enhancement, liminality, philosophy of
pragmatism, bio-power and bio-sociality, Heidegger’s philosophy, immortality and identity,
human genome editing (CRISPR/Cas9) and human naturalness, synthetic biology, chemical
and deep brain stimulation. The results of these analyses were published in 11 studies in
domestic current-contents journals (Filozofia, Communication Today), in 4 scholarly works in
international current-contents journals (Filosoficky ¢asopis, EMBO Reports), in the online
philosophy journal Ostium, and in the international monograph The Ethics of Reproductive
Genetics (Marta Soniewicka, editor) published by Springer. The ground-breaking empirical
research focused on examining the attitudes of people to selected emerging technologies
(nanotechnologies, human gene editing, synthetic biology) consisted of a questionnaire
survey on a representative sample of 1,400 of Slovaks. Based on statistical modelling of
causal relationships among the values of the variables (trust, benefits, risk, religiousness and
awareness) collected in the survey, we used a series of structural formulas combining factor
and regression analysis to create a new model of acceptance of emerging technologies by
the inhabitants of Slovakia. By means of focus groups we further specified some of the results
of the quantitative research. The questionnaire survey also revealed more complex attitudes
of people to vaccination of children, which we used to prepare recommendations for the
relevant state institutions as to how the vaccination policy could be adjusted for the future.
Also, in collaboration with the Medical School of New York University, we prepared
recommendations for the Council of Europe — in connection with the 20th anniversary of the
Oviedo Convention on Human Rights and Biomedicine — related to bio policies on human
genome editing, which received a strong international reaction.
