Uplatnenie vysledkov projektu

Suhrn vysledkov rieSenia projektu a naplnenia cielov projektu v slovenskom jazyku
(max. 20 riadkov)
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Ciele grantu APVV-15-0030 sa rieSitelskému kolektivu podarilo naplnit. Vydali sme viacero
vedeckych monografii a $tudii zameranych na udalosti Arabskej jari ako aj na SirSi kontext
dejin a kultury Blizkeho vychodu. Nase prace si za kratky ¢as ziskali priaznivy ohlas v
zahranicnej vedeckej komunite — vo forme vedeckych recenzii ako aj citacii. Zaroven sa
podarila realizacia jedného z vedlajSich cielov grantového projektu — vyrazné posilnenie
knizniéného fondu Ustavu orientalistiky zameraného na Arabsku jar, ktory méze sluzit
vedeckej, odbornej ako aj SirSej verejnosti.

NajvyznamnejSim vystupom grantového projektu je vedecka monografia autorského
kolektivu BeSka—Piricky—Drobny: Nenaplnené nadeje Arabskej jari: desatrocie revolucii,
povstani a konfliktov na Blizkom vychode (Bratislava: SAP, 2020). Tato praca predstavuje
prvé systematické zhodnotenie tychto udalosti vydané na Slovensku v kniZnej podobe.
Podrobne analyzuje priebeh ludovych revolt a ozbrojenych stretov v tomto regiéne pocas
druhej dekady 21. storogia. Dal$im zasadnym vystupom je monografia Su¢asna egyptska
literatura: Dystépia, cenzura a Arabska jar (Bratislava: VEDA, 2020), ktora sa venuje
vybranym dielam sucasnej egyptskej literatury a spdsobom, akymi reflektuju aktualnu
spolo¢ensku, politicku a kulturnu situaciu, predovsetkym revolu¢né udalosti zname ako
Arabska jar. Za zmienku tiez stoji skutoCnost, Ze vedecka monografia E. BeSku From
Ambivalence to Hostility (Bratislava: SAP, 2016) vydana v ramci projektu bola uz 12-krat
citovana v zahraniénych vedeckych pracach a ziskala ocenenie Spiékova monografia od
Predsednictva SAV.

NajvyznamnejSou Studiou vypublikovanou v ramci grantu je stat' v kolektivnej monografii
pod nazvom ,Merging Culture with Religion: Trajectories of Slovak and Czech Muslim
Converts since 1989.“ In van Nieuwkerk, Karin (ed.): Moving In and Out of Islam, Austin:
University of Texas Press, 2018, s. 107-129. Tento prispevok analyzuje prelinanie sa (i
prienik) islamu a kultury/etnickej prislusnosti u slovenskych a ¢eskych konvertitov k islamu.
Medzi dalSie vyznamné publikacie patri vedecka K. Beskovej: A Bleak Portrait of the
Revolution: ‘Ald’ al-Aswant’s Jumhuriya Ka’an (AAS, 2020), ktora sa venuje reflexii
revoluénych udalosti Arabskej jari v najnovSom diele znameho egyptského spisovatela a
disidenta, ‘Ala’ al-Aswaniho a analyzuje jeho postupny odklon od kritického optimizmu a
priklon k pesimizmu. Ide o vébec prvu Studiu tykajucu sa tohto diela, ktoré vyslo v arab&ine
v roku 2018 a zatial nebolo prelozené do Ziadneho svetového jazyka.

Suhrn vysledkov rieSenia projektu a naplnenia cielov projektu v anglickom jazyku

The goals of the grant scheme APVV-15-0030 have been successfully fulfilled by the
research team. Altogether six scientific monographs and several studies focused on the
Arab Spring as well as on the broader historical and cultural context of the Middle East and
North Africa have been published with the support of the grant. Within a short period of time
our work has received favorable responses in the foreign scientific community — mainly in
scientific reviews as well as citations. At the same time, we succeeded in implementing one
of the fundamental secondary goals of the grant project - a significant strengthening of the
library fund of the Institute of Oriental Studies with the focus on the Arab Spring that will
serve the scientific, professional and general public. This specialized book collection will
have a significant effect in the years to come.

The most important output of the grant project is the scientific monograph of the Beska —
Piricky — Drobny team under the title "Unfulfilled Hopes of the Arab Spring: A Decade of
revolutions, uprisings and conflicts in the Middle East" (Bratislava: SAP, 2020). This work
represents the first systematic evaluation of these events published in Slovakia in a book. It
analyzes in detail the course of popular revolts and armed clashes in this region during the
second decade of the 21st century. Another key output is the monograph "Contemporary
Egyptian Literature: Dystopia, Censorship and the Arab Spring" (Bratislava: VEDA, 2020)
which deals with selected works of contemporary Egyptian literature and the way they reflect
the current social, political and cultural situation, as well as revolutionary events known as
the Arab Spring. It is also worth mentioning that Emanuel Beska'’s scientific monograph
"From Ambivalence to Hostility" (Bratislava, SAP, 2016) published within this project has
been mentioned twelve times in foreign scientific papers and in 2017 has received the Top
Monograph Award from the SAS Presidency. It is also necessary to mention Petr Pfebinda’s
monograph "From Greater Syria to a Small One" (Prague: Academia, 2018).

The most important study published within the grant is a chapter by Gabriel Piricky in a
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collective monograph entitled "Merging Culture with Religion: Trajectories of Slovak and
Czech Muslim Converts since 1989." In van Nieuwkerk, Karin (ed.): Moving In and Out of
Islam, Austin: University of Texas Press, 2018, p. 107-129. This paper analyzes the
interplay of Islam and culture/ethnicity in the Slovak and Czech context by converts to Islam.
Other important publications include Katarina BeSkova'’s scientific publication "A Bleak
Portrait of the Revolution: ‘Ala’ al-Aswanr's Jumhuariya Ka’an" (AAS, 2020), which reflects on
the revolutionary events of the Arab Spring in the latest work of a well-known Egyptian writer
and dissident ‘Ala’ al-Aswant and analyzes his gradual departure from critical optimism to
pessimism. This is the first study on his work that was published in Arabic in 2018 and has
not yet been translated into any world language.
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
