Uplatnenie vysledkov projektu

Vysledky rieSenia projektu najdu svoje uplatnenie v Sirokej plejade disciplin, poénuc
filozofiou, estetikou, psycholdgiou, tedriou vytvarného umenia, neuroestetikou, neuroetikou,
ale aj pravom ¢€i v biologicky zameranych vedach. Predlozeny koncept estetickej skusenosti
moZzZe byt Uspesne testovany a uplatneny v lingvistickych vyskumoch, ale aj v kulturolégii a
antropoldgii. VyuZitefnost' vysledkov projektu v praxi je dana spristupnenim rieSite/mi
realizovanych vyskumov kognitivnych aspektov estetickej skusenosti, ako aj kvalifikovanou
interpretaciou inych kognitivno-vednych vyskumov v danej oblasti vo svete. Rovnako su
vysledky projektu vyuzitefné v oblasti vzdelavania a v oblasti nadvazujuceho
Specializovaného odborného/vedeckého vyskumu. Spracovanie problematiky prekracuje
uzky slovensky kontext a zaclefiuje ju do medzinarodného kontextu.

Vysledky ziskané z realizovaného vyskumu najdu svoje uplatnenie v hiIbSom porozumeni
vyznamu krasy v ludskom Zivote, v dovodoch estetickej skusenosti a jej Struktury, ale aj v
determinantoch, ktoré evolucne, socialne, €i kulturne ovplyvAiuju nase vnimanie a
rozhodovanie, ale aj v diskusii o moznostiach a limitach zjednotenia a prepojenia
filozofického (humanitnevedného) a Specialneho kognitivnevedného vyskumu. Ziskané
poznatky tak mozu byt vyuZité nielen v umenovednej a kulturnej oblasti, ale aj v kognitivno-
vednej, antropologickej €i v oblasti marketingu a brandingu. Osobitné vyuZitie najdu
publikované vysledky v oblasti neuroestetiky a kognitivnej estetiky, ale aj v reflexii ulohy a
potencialu filozofie v dialégu s kognitivnevednym vyskumom.
