Suhrn vysledkov rieSenia projektu a naplnenia ciel'ov projektu v slovenskom jazyku

Hlavnym cielom projektu bolo pomocou interdisciplinarneho pristupu zdokumentovat,
interpretovat’ a vedecky analyzovat otazky zachovania spdsobu Zivota, jazyka/dialektu,
hodnotovych orientacii a samotnej identity alpskych/nemeckych drevorubacov Huncokarov a
ich potomkov v slovenskom prostredi; prezentovat tieto vysledky formou vedeckych,
popularno-vedeckych vystupov, slovnika a interaktivnych online vystupov; a aplikovat
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vystupy v praxi podporou obnovy a revitalizacie huncokarskej kultury a identity.
Interdisciplinarny vyskum spocival v kombinovani viacerych metodologickych pristupov ako
historického, archivneho vyskumu, s terénnym kvalitativnym a kvantitativnym vyskumom a
lingvistickym vyskumom, a ich analyze a interpretacii. Hlavnymi vystupmi projektu su
zahrani¢na kolektivha vedecka monografia v anglickom jazyku: Help us, save us, because
we are dying! First attempts to rescue and revitalize Huncokars in Slovakia. Edited by
Katarina Slobodova Novakova and Leo$ Satava. Praha: Epocha, 2020, 200s. ISBN 978-80-
278-0003-2, v tlaci, dalej vedecké zahrani¢né vedecké monografie v nemeckom a
slovenskom jazyku.

V teoretickej rovine sa rieSitelia zamerali na analyzu potencialu a mozZnosti etnojazykovej
revitalizacie potomkov skumanej skupiny v komparaciami so svetovym trendom
etnojazykovej revitalizacie a na navrh metodiky /Standardov etnojazykovej revitalizacie v
slovenskom prostredi. Vzhladom na interdisciplinaritu vyskumného timu sa vyskum a
nasledné publikacné vyskumy niesli v Styroch oblastiach vyskumu: histéria a historicka
geografia, germanistika, didaktika/Specialna pedagogika a etnolégia/ lingvisticka
antropoldgia. Vysledky svojich analyz rieSitelia publikovali vo vedeckych studiach v 9
domacich a zahraniénych databazovanych ¢asopisoch (WoS, SCOPUS), v 6 zahrani¢nych
vedeckych monografiach, 2 zbornikoch z medzinarodnej vedeckej konferencie o minoritach,
30 ¢lankoch v zahraniénych ¢asopisoch a zbornikoch.

Interdisciplinarny vyskum a pokus o revitalizaciu identity a jazyka potomkov minority
Huncokarov je unikatny a na Slovensku vébec prvy krat realizovany v takejto podobe a s
takymi dobrymi vysledkami. Medzi délezité didaktickeé vysledky zaradujeme tvorbu a
vyuzivanie online slovnika a u¢ebnice na vyuku zaniknutého jazyka a vedecku monografiu o
vzdelavacom systéme horskych ludi.

Velmi dolezitym vysledkom revitalizacnych snah zvonku je podnietenie komunity potomkov
k zvySenej aktivite a tvorbe vlastnych revitalizaénych stratégii. Znamena to, Ze odborne
pripravené, realizované a presne cielené a hlavne vyZiadané aktivity zvonka (vyskumy, zber
dat, vedecké vystupy, vedecké a popularno-vedecké podujatia, audiovizualna tvorba,
osveta) vyprovokovali revitalizané aktivity zvnutra (aktivity samotnych ¢lenov komunity).
Medzi vyznamné vysledky vyskumu zaradujeme tieZ nadviazanie a rozvijanie
medzinarodnej spoluprace s instituciami skumajucimi ¢i realizujucimi etnojazykovu
revitalizaciu : SOAS University of London, VarS§avska Univerzita: fakulta Artes Liberales,
University of Toronto a iné. Vyskum v ramci projektu, jeho vysledky a nasledné revitalizaéné
stratégie a aktivity vzbudili Siroky zaujem u vedeckej obce doma i v zahraniCi i u Sirokej
verejnosti.

Suhrn vysledkov rieSenia projektu a naplnenia cielov projektu v anglickom jazyku
(max. 20 riadkov)

The main goal of the project was to document, interpret and scientifically analyze the issues
of preserving the way of life, language/dialect, value orientations, and the very identity of
Alpine / German lumberjacks Huncokars and their descendants in the Slovak environment
using an interdisciplinary approach; to present these results in the form of scientific, popular-
scientific outputs, vocabulary and interactive online outputs; and apply the outputs in
practice by supporting the renewal and revitalization of Huncokar's culture and identity.
Interdisciplinary research combined several methodological approaches such as historical,
archival research, field qualitative and quantitative research and linguistic research, and
their analysis and interpretation. The project's main outputs are an international collective
scientific monograph in English: Help us, save us, because we are dying! First attempts to
rescue and revitalize Huncokars in Slovakia. Edited by Katarina Slobodova Novakova and
Leo$ Satava. Prague: Epoch, 2020, 200p. ISBN 978-80-278-0003-2, in print, other
international scientific monographs in German and Slovak.

At the theoretical level, the researchers focused on analyzing the potential and possibilities
of the ethno-language revitalization of the researched group's descendants in comparisons
with the global trend of ethno-language revitalization and the proposal of
methodology/standards of ethno-language revitalization in the Slovak environment. Due to
the research team's interdisciplinarity, the research and subsequent publication research
were carried out in four research areas: history and historical geography, German studies,
didactics / special pedagogy, and ethnology / linguistic anthropology. The researchers
published the results of their analyzes in scientific studies in 9 domestic and international
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databased journals (WoS, SCOPUS), in 6 international scientific monographs, 2
proceedings from an international scientific conference on minorities, 30 articles in
international journals and proceedings.

Interdisciplinary research and an attempt to revitalize the identity and language of the
descendants of the Huncokar minority is unique and, for the first time in Slovakia, carried out
in such a form and with such good results. Significant didactic results include creating and
using an online dictionary and textbook for teaching extinct language and a scientific
monograph on the educational system of mountain people.

A significant result of revitalization efforts from outside is encouraging a community of
offspring to increase activity and create their own revitalization strategies. It means that
professionally prepared, implemented, precisely targeted, and especially required activities
from outside (research, data collection, scientific outputs, scientific and popular science
events, audiovisual production, education) provoked revitalization activities from within
(activities of community members themselves).

Important research results also include establishing and developing international
cooperation with institutions researching or implementing ethno-language revitalization:
SOAS University of London, University of Warsaw: Faculty of Artes Liberales, University of
Toronto, and others. The research within the project, its results, and subsequent
revitalization strategies and activities aroused broad interest among the scientific community
at home and abroad and the general public.
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
