Uplatnenie vysledkov projektu

Projekt prinaa novu politologick konceptualizaciu procesov uznania v EU, a sice
funkcionalisticku typoldgiu uznania zahffiajucu procesy zapasov o obvyklost, spravodlivost
a identitu. Tieto procesy boli empiricky preskimané vo vnutri EU ako aj vo vztahu k
vonkajsiemu prostrediu Unie. Projekt zasadnym spésobom postiva poznanie v oblasti
skimania procesov uznania v medzinarodnej, eurépskej i domacej politike. Okrem prinosu k
vedeckému vyskumu procesov uznania v EU su zistenia projektu vyuZitelné i v praxi pri
formulovani odporugani v oblasti strategickej komunikacie SR v ramci EU. Praktické
odporucania na zaklade vyskumnych zisteni projektu boli uz po&as trvania projektu
poskytnuté hlavnym rieSitefom napriklad vo forme odbornych brifingov pre pani prezidentku
SR Zuzanu Caputovu a jej zahraniénopoliticky tim v priprave zahraniénych navstev
zahfiajucich verejné vystupenia v Berline a Parizi.

Suhrn vysledkov rieSenia projektu a naplnenia ciel'ov projektu v slovenskom jazyku

Cielom projektu bolo analyzovat povahu usporiadania uznania v EU a stanovit jeho
vlastnosti a charakteristiky. Projekt skumal o, ako a za akych okolnosti vytvara uznanie
Clenskych Statov ostatnymi ¢lenskymi Statmi. To zahffia i zdroje a procesy uznania vo
vztahu s krajinami agpirujucimi na ¢lenstvo v EU. V projekte sme dospeli k siedmim
kfagovym zaverom: 1) V EU dochadza k minimalne trom typom z&pasu o uznanie, a sice k
zapasom o obvyklost (Sittlichkeit, cf. Hegel), spravodlivost' (cf. Honneth) a identitu (cf.
Ringmar). 2) Analyticky pristup sustredujuci sa na procesy uznania nam pomaha
identifikovat Stiepenia, konfliktné linie a hierarchie medzi ¢lenskymi Statmi Unie, ktoré sa
tvoria paralelne alebo ponad existujuce Stiepenia podmienené formalnymi integraénymi
ramcami, ako sU eurozéna, Schengen alebo PESCO. 3) Procesy uznania v EU su
podmienené Strukturalnymi procesmi — a sice diferenciaciou a segmentaciou. 4) Procesy
uznania prebiehaju s rozdielnymi dynamikami v ramci ,myslienkovych komunit* pritomnych
v &lenskych $tatoch Unie. 5) Eurépska genéza formalnych procesov tvorby modernych
Statov a ich vzajomného uznania poskytuje EU a jej &lenskym $tatom vyhodné postavenie v
jadre vnutornej skupiny (v ,kruhoch uznania®), ktora poskytuje uznanie vznikajacim Statom,
resp. Statom usilujucim sa o uznanie svojej Statnosti. 6) Vo vztahu k vonkajSiemu prostrediu,
vnimanie a uznanie Unie nema automaticky rovnaky charakter na makro-Grovni vnimania
Unie ako takej a na mikro-Grovni vnimania praktickych skusenosti s Uniou ako aktérom v
susedstve. 7) Vybrané eurépske média venuju Slovensku pozornost iba v pripadoch, ak
pride k nejakej vynimocnej udalosti, krize alebo implementacii vyznamnej politiky, reformy.

Suhrn vysledkov rieSenia projektu a naplnenia cielov projektu v anglickom jazyku

The aim of this project was to analyze the nature of the EU’s recognition order and establish
its features and characteristics. The project analyzed what and under what circumstances
generates recognition of member states by other member states and in relations with
countries aspiring for EU membership. There are seven key findings: 1) Three types of
struggles for recognition can be identified in the EU: struggles for notions of ethical
community (Sittlichkeit, cf. Hegel), struggles for justice (cf. Honneth) and struggles for
identity (cf. Ringmar). 2) An analytical approach focusing on recognition processes enables
us to identify cleavages, lines of conflict and hierarchies between EU member states which
operate in parallel and/or beyond existing cleavages structured by formal integration
frameworks such as the Eurozone, Schengen and PESCO. 3) Recognition processes in the
EU are structured by two processes — differentiation and segmentation. 4) Recognition
processes enfold with different dynamics in the context of multiple ‘thought communities’
present in EU member states. 5) The European origins of formal processes of modern
states’ formation and their mutual recognition provides the EU and its member states with a
privileged position in the core of the in-group (in circles of recognition) providing recognition
to emerging states and/or states seeking recognition of their statehood. 6) In relation to the
external environment, perceptions and recognition of the Union are not the same on the
macro-level of perceiving the Union as such and on the micro-level of perceiving practical
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experiences with the Union as an actor in the neighborhood. 7) Selected European media
focus on Slovakia only in cases when there are exceptional events and crises or if the
country implementats important policies and reforms.
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
