Projekt zabezpedil pokraCovanie medzinarodnej spolupraci v programoch komparativnheho
vyskumu ISSP a CSES. V ramci projektu bol realizovany povolebny vyskumu CSES a
modul ISSP 2019 Socialne nerovnosti v roku 2020. Moduly ISSP 2020 Zivotné prostredie a
modul 2021 Zdravie a zdravotna starostlivost v roku 2021 a modul ISSP Rodina a meniace
sa rodové roly v roku 2022. Clenovia timu boli tieZ sugast'ou ISSP Standing Committee a
skupiny zodpovednej za navrh dotazniku (tzv. drafting group) pre moduly ISSP 2022 a ISSP
2023. To znamena, Ze aktivne zasahovali do organizacno-administrativneho smerovania
ako aj do tematického zamerania programu ked do dotaznikov pre roky 2022 a 2023
presadili vlastné vyskumné témy.

15 €lankov v recenzovanych ¢asopisoch (z toho 8 v karentovanych €asopisoch) ako aj 9
monografii, kapitol v monografiach, zbornikovych prispevkov a inych publikacii. Tri klu€ove
vystupy projektu boli publikované v priebehu posledného polroku projektu v kvalitnych
zahrani¢nych vedeckych ¢asopisoch ako su Electoral Studies (patri medzi 20%
najprestiznejSich vedeckych ¢asopisov podfa nérskeho registra publikacii) a International
Journal of Comparative Sociology (vychadza v prestiznom vydavatelstve SAGE).

The project provided funding for the continuation of international cooperation in the ISSP

and CSES comparative research programmes. The project implemented the CSES post-
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election survey and the ISSP 2019 Social Inequalities module in 2020. The ISSP 2020
Environment and 2021 Health and Health Care modules in 2021 and the ISSP Family and
Changing Gender Roles module in 2022. Team members were also part of the ISSP
Standing Committee and the group responsible for the questionnaire development (drafting
group) for the ISSP 2022 and ISSP 2023 modules. Therefore, the project team members
were actively involved in the organizational and administrative aspects as well as in the
thematic focus of the ISSP programme by introducing their own research themes into the
questionnaires for 2022 and 2023. The project team also actively contributed to the
preparation of the ISSP 2022 and 2023 modules via a pre-test of the research questions
conducted in 2021 on an online sample in Slovakia. Members of the team hosted ISSP
delegates in Bratislava twice during the project implementation - in January 2020,
representatives of the five countries responsible for the questionnaire design for the ISSP
2022 module, and in June 2022, all ISSP representatives from the programme member
countries at the programme's first non-online post-pandemic general assembly since 2019.
Regarding the analytical outputs of the project, the project team has prepared and published
comparative analyses of the countries of the former Czechoslovakia in a global context. By
the end of the project, it had published 15 articles in peer-reviewed journals (8 of which were
in peer-reviewed journals) as well as 9 monographs, chapters in monographs, conference
proceedings and other publications. Three key outputs of the project were published during
the last half year of the project in high-quality international scientific journals such as
Electoral Studies (among the 20% most prestigious scientific journals according to the
Norwegian Register of Publications) and the International Journal of Comparative Sociology
(published by the prestigious SAGE publishing house).
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
