Suhrn vysledkov rieSenia projektu a naplnenia cielov projektu v slovenskom jazyku

Hlavnym ciefom projektu bolo komplexné, analytické a komparacné spracovanie pramenov
z Uuzemia Slovenska so zamerom stanovit lokalne prvky a transregionalne vztahy ich vzniku,
pouzivania alebo charakteru jednotlivych zloZiek obsahu. Na zaklade pramennych
vyskumov vo vybranych archivnych, knizni€nych a muzealnych instituciach na Slovensku a
v zahranici boli spracované viaceré Specifické témy prostrednictvom Studii (domacei
zahrani¢né), monografii (2 zahrani¢né, 6+1) alebo konferenénych zbornikov (3).

The project's main goal was the complex, analytical, and comparative processing of
medieval musical sources from the territory of Slovakia to establish local elements and
transregional relationships of their origin, use, or character of individual content
components. Based on source research in selected archival, library, and museum
institutions in Slovakia and abroad, several specific topics were elaborated through papers
(domestic and foreign), monographs (2 foreign, 6+1), and conference proceedings (3).
During the project, selected manuscripts (Missale Notatum Ms. 387) and fragments
(Trencin, Betliar, KoSice, Kremnica, Martin) were published in the scientific monographs
(editions Catalogus fragmentorum cum notis musicis medii aevi, and Catalogus
fragmentorum). Most scientific outputs were made available in the form of open access.
Research results were rapidly transmitted through databases (http:/cantus.sk;
https://austriamanus.org; https://www.pammap.sk/) and the CAPLAN workshop program
During the project, there was effective cooperation with several foreign workplaces (Austria,
Hungary, the Czech Republic, Canada), with which the project managers collaborated on
the creation of several outputs (conference proceedings, a series of online lectures, a
database). Great emphasis was placed on the involvement of young scientists (also foreign:
short scientific mission from Portugal), who actively participated in the preparation of
studies, monographs, and importing data into databases. Three international
interdisciplinary conferences were organized during the project. Several events were also
connected with a concert presentation of medieval manuscripts from the territory of
Slovakia. Among the unique findings of the project are newly discovered recycled fragments
from Kremnica, Martin, Betliar, KoSice, and Trencin, which were included among the oldest
musical sources from the territory of Slovakia.
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
