Uplatnenie vysledkov projektu

Vysledky projektu su uplatnitelné v dalSom vyskume, vo vzdelavani i v samospravnej praxi:
1) RieSitefom projektu sa podarilo nielen obohatit’ existujuci stav poznania vztahujuci sak
vybranym rozpoc¢tovym inovaciam (programovému a vykonovému rozpoctovaniu,
participativnemu rozpoctovaniu a rodovo citlivemu rozpoc¢tovaniu), ale tiez sformulovat’ v
délezitych publikatnych vystupoch aj vyzvy pre realizaciu dalSich vyskumnych aktivit.
NavySe, nadviazana medzinarodna spolupraca otvorila moznosti pre dalSie spolo¢né
vyskumné aktivity pre viacerych ¢lenov rieSitelského timu.

2) Z hladiska vzdelavania su najdélezitejSimi vystupmi projektu Styri u€¢ebnice (Klimovsky a
kol., 2021, Klimovsky a kol., 2022, Klimovsky a kol., 2023 a Neubauerova, Klimovsky a kol.,
2023) atieto su venované vSetkym skimanym rozpoctovym inovaciam. Obsahom tychto
ucebnic su nielen teoretické poznatky, ale aj vybrané praktické priklady, pri¢om cielom je
ponukat' ich tak Studentom na univerzitach na Slovensku, ako aj zamestnancom ¢i volenym
reprezentantom pdsobiacim v samosprave, ktori su zapojeni do procesov rozpoc¢tovania.
Navyse, ako UspeSny sa ukazuje aj pokus o aplikaciu nadobudnutych poznatkov v oblasti
participativneho rozpoc¢tovania, a to v podmienkach vybranych zakladnych Skél, kde je tento
nastroj vyuzivany ako inovacia vo vzdelavani.

3) Ako je uvedené v predchadzajucom bode, prax modze Cerpat zo vzdelavacich vystupov
tohto projektu. Okrem toho vSak viaceri ¢lenovia rieSitelského kolektivu nadviazali
spolupracu s praxou a v ramci nej zacali Sirit' vysledky realizovanych vyskumnych aktivit. V
niektorych pripadoch uz boli tieto vysledky transformované, resp. integrované aj do
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praktickych vystupov (napr. do Charty dobrého participativneho rozpoc&tovania, do Skoleni
pre zamestnancov i volenych zastupcov samosprav a pod.).

Suhrn vysledkov riesenia projektu a naplnenia cielov projektu v slovenskom jazyku
(max. 20 riadkov)

Rozpoc&tovanie samosprav je oblastou, ktorej je v poslednom Case venovana zvySena
vyskumna pozornost. Nas vyskumny zaujem bol zamerany na tri vyrazné inovacie, ktoré
zasiahli rozpoctovanie samosprav vo vSetkych hospodarsky vyspelych krajinach:
programove a vykonové rozpoctovanie, rodovo citlivé rozpoctovanie a participativne
rozpoctovanie. Pre slovenské pomery bola typicka absentujuca komplexna a systematicka
analyza tychto inovacii a ich u€inkov. Nasim hlavnym vyskumnym ciefom teda bolo vyplnit’
tuto vyskumnu medzeru a identifikovat' nielen mieru ich vyuzivania, ale tiez analyzovat ich
rézne modely, podporné prvky i bariéry ich zavadzania a o€akavané i neoCakavané efekty.
Za tymto ucelom interdisciplinarny vyskumny tim vyuzil subor nastrojov teoretického
vyskumu, ako aj terénneho vyskumu.

Hlavné vyskumné zistenia boli publikované v relevantnych medzinarodnych vyskumnych
Casopisoch (napr. Journal of Public Budgeting, Accounting & Financial Management, Local
Government Studies, Nature, Public Sector Economics, NISPAcee Journal of Public
Administration and Policy), alebo v publikaciach, ktoré vydali akademicky zname
vydavatelstva (napr. Palgrave Macmillan, Springer, Edward Elgar, Wolters Kluwer, Lex
Localis). Celkovo rieSitel'sky kolektiv publikoval po€as trvania projektu 75 ré6znych vystupov.
Ich obsah vyvolal zaujem ostatnych akademikov a od zaciatku projektovej implementacie
boli citované celkovo viac nez tristo-krat. Okrem publikacnych vystupov projekt viedol tiez k
spracovaniu vzdelavacich vystupov, priCom najdélezitejSim je trilégia uCebnic. Kazda z nich
je zamerana na jednu zo skumanych rozpo&tovych inovacii. V neposlednom rade projekt
viedol aj k produkcii aplikaCnych a osvetovo-propagacnych vystupov. Stalo satak vdaka
aktivnej spolupraci, ktoru rieSitelia nadviazali najma so samospravami.

Budgeting of local governments is a field which attracted huge research attention recently.
Our research interest was focused on three budgeting innovations that has affected
budgeting of local governments in all economically developed countries, namely programme
and performance-based budgeting, gender (sensitive) budgeting, and participatory
budgeting. No comprehensive analysis aimed at these innovations as well as their impacts
had been done in Slovakia. Therefore, our main research objective was to fill in this
research gap. Onone hand, we intended to find out how much they were used, on the other
hand, we wanted to analyse models of their use, drivers and barriers of their
implementation, as well as both intended and unintended outcomes. Fur this purposes
interdisciplinary research team employed a set of research tools of desk research and also
field research.

The main research findings have been published in relevant international research journals
(e.g., Journal of Public Budgeting, Accounting & Financial Management, Local Government
Studies, Nature, Public Sector Economics, NISPAcee Journal of Public Administration and
Policy) or in volumes and books published by academically renowned publishers (e.g.,
Palgrave Macmillan, Springer, Edward Elgar, Wolters Kluwer, Lex Localis). In total, the team
of researchers have published 75 different research outputs since the beginning of the
project. Their contents have attracted other researchers or scholars, and since the
beginning of the project implementation these research outputs have been cited more than
three-hundred times in total. In addition to the mentioned research outputs, the project also
has led to elaboration of a few educational outputs, the mostimportant being a trilogy of
textbooks. Each of them is focused on one of the budget innovations under investigation.
Last but not least, the project has also led to several practice-oriented, educational and
promotional outputs. This happened thanks to the active cooperation that the research
team's members have established, especially with local governments.
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
