Uplatnenie vysledkov projektu

Vysledky rieSenia projektu najdu svoje uplatnenie v Sirokej plejade disciplin, poénuc
filozofiou, psycholdgiou, estetikou, neuroestetikou, neuroetikou, moralnou filozofiou a
moralnou psycholdgiou, ale aj pravom, neuropravom C¢i v biologicky zameranych vedach.
PredloZeny koncept estetickych a moralnych emacii a ich mozného lingvistického
uchopovania méze byt Uspesne testovany a uplatneny v lingvistickych vyskumoch, ale aj v
psycholdgii, kulturolégii a antropoldgii. Publikované vysledky moézu byt vyuzitefné v teorii
(rozvijanie nacrtnutého modelu emdécii a modelu mapovania ich sémantickych priestorov),
ale aj v praxi pri vyskume konceptualnych schém a pri lepSom porozumeni estetickym a
moralnym emadciam z perspektivy prvej osoby v roznom sociokulturnom kontexte. Zavery
autorov mézu byt prinosné pre kvalifikovanu interpretaciu inych kognitivno-vednych
vyskumov v danej oblasti. Vysledky vyskumu su Siroko vyuzitelné v oblasti vzdelavania
humanitnych vednych disciplin a v oblasti nadvazujuceho Specializovaného
odborného/vedeckého vyskumu. Vypracovanie osobitej metodologie vyskumu sémantickych
domén emocionalne ladenych pojmov, navrhnutie vlastného modelu mapovania estetickych
a moralnych emacii a ich deskripcia z perspektivy prvej osoby, ale aj z pohlfadu kognitivho-
vednych vyskumov prekracuje Uzky slovensky kontext a zacleriuje vyskum do
akceptovatelného medzinarodného kontextu, ¢o dokumentuje aj prehlbujuca sa vedecko-
vyskumna spolupraca s renomovanymi zahrani¢nymi pracoviskami, ako aj publikovanie v
zahrani¢nych ¢asopisoch a vydavatelstvach €iohlasy na prace. Vysledky ziskané z
realizovaného vyskumu najdu svoje uplatnenie v hibSom porozumeni vyznamu emocionality
(osobitne estetickej a moralnej) v ludskom Zivote, v dévodoch estetickej a moralnej
skusenosti a jej Struktury, ale aj v determinantoch, ktoré evolu¢ne, socialne, Ci kulturne
ovplyviuju nase vnimanie a rozhodovanie. Komplexnost vystupov zaroven dokumentuje
opodstatnenie inter-, trans- a multidisciplinarneho badania na poli humanitne a kognitivno-
vedne orientovanych vyskumov a potrebu systematického a ¢o najcelostnejSieho pristupu k
dosial dostatone vedecky neskimanym problémom emocionality.

Suhrn vysledkov rieSenia projektu a naplnenia cielov projektu v slovenskom jazyku
(max. 20 riadkov)

Riesitelia vypracovali a otestovali vlastnd metédu vyskumu sémantickych a kvalitativnych
domén estetickych a moralnych emacii opierajucu sa o analyzu denotativneho a
konotativneho vyznamu skiumanych emocionalnych pojmov. Na zaklade vyskumu predloZili
sériu zisteni opisujucich chapanie a vyznam vybranych estetickych a moralnych
pocitov/stavov/emdécii (krasa, obdiv, zhnusenie, hnev, vina, pocit (ne)spravodlivosti) a im
pribuznych mentalnych stavov z perspektivy prvej osoby - teda toho, ¢o, ako a preco
preziva dany subjekt, a ¢o dany emocionalny stav pre neho znamena. Rovnako analyzovali
pribuzné stavy a pojmy, ktoré ich oznac€uju, ako aj ich opozita. Autori tak dospeli k zaveru,
Ze vacSina skumanych emocionalnych stavov je charakterizovana kvalitativnym kontinuom
a v jazyku je reprezentovana prototypom emocionalneho stavu, ktory zastupuje celu rodinu
pocitov/iemacii/stavov a ich derivatov. Konkrétna emaocia v takomto modeli potom
predstavuje konvexnu oblast mentalneho priestoru, ktoru vytvara dana rodina
emocionalnych stavov a ich derivatov (kde prototyp emacie je v taZisku tejto oblasti a jej
derivaty sa od neho vzdaluju smerom kinym pocitom podla miery a intenzity saturacie
jednotlivych dimenzii kvalit). Uvedenym geometricko-sémantickym modelom je mozné
mapovat r6zne emocionalne stavy a pojmy, ktorymi ich oznacujeme.

Druhym vyznamnym vysledkom je na€rtnutie viastnej tedrie emdocii na zaklade modifikacie
neuromodulatorového pristupu. Emécie tak predstavuju multidimenzionalne komplexné
stavy, ktoré su sytené roznymi neuromodulatormi a ktoré sa prezentuju r6znymi kvalitami v
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zavislosti od miery saturacie toho-ktorého neuromodilatora. Vyhodou takejto koncepcie je
nielen to, Ze je empiricky testovatelna, ale prinasa vychodiska, ktoré nachadzaju vyuzitie v
(napr. psychofarmakologickej) praxi.

Tret'ou rovinou dosiahnutych vysledkov je cross-kulturane porovnanie nielen pojmov a
terminov skimanych emacii, ale aj ich hodnotenia v réznej dobe a v réznych kulturach a ich
analyza z perspektivy tretej osoby z pohladu kognitivhovedného a biologicko-evolu¢ného
pristupu. Autori tak skumali emécie nielen z pohladu subjektu, ale upozorniovali aj na ich
ulohu z pohladu Zivo€iSneho druhu &i spolo€nosti v danom regione a obdobi. Upozornili tak
na moznu protichodnost (dialektickost) cielov a pdsobeni jednotlivych emécii z pohlfadu
jednotlivca a druhu, ktory reprezentuje.

Suhrn vysledkov rieSenia projektu a naplnenia ciel'ov projektu v anglickom jazyku
(max. 20 riadkov)

The researchers developed and tested their method for investigating the semantic and
qualitative domains of aesthetic and moral emotions, based on the analysis of the
denotative and connotative meanings of the examined emotional concepts. Based on this
research, they presented a series of findings describing the understanding and significance
of selected aesthetic and moral feelings/states/emotions (beauty, admiration, disgust, anger,
guilt, feeling of (in)justice) and related mental states from the first-person perspective—
essentially, what, how, and why the subject experiences and what the given emotional state
means to them. They also analyzed related states and the terms that denote them, as well
as their opposites. The authors concluded that most of the examined emotional states are
characterized by a qualitative continuum and are represented in language by a prototype of
an emotional state representing an entire family of feelings/emotions/states and their
derivatives. In this model, a specific emotion represents a convex region of mental space
created by the given family of emotional states and their derivatives (where the emotion
prototype is at the centre of this region, and its derivatives move away from it towards other
feelings according to the degree and intensity of saturation of individual dimensions of
qualities). This geometric-semantic model can map various emotional states and the terms
that denote them.

The second significant result is the outline of their theory of emotions based on a
modification of the neuromodulator approach. Emotions are thus presented as
multidimensional complex states that are saturated by various heuromodulators and that
manifest different qualities depending on the degree of saturation of each neuromodulator.
The advantage of such a conceptis not only that it is empirically testable but also that it
provides foundations applicable in practice (e.g., psychopharmacological practice).

The third dimension of the achieved results is a cross-cultural comparison of not only the
concepts and terms of the examined emotions but also their evaluation in different times and
cultures, analyzed from a third-person perspective using cognitive science and biological-
evolutionary approaches. The authors thus examined emotions from the subject's
perspective and highlighted their role from the perspective of the animal species or society
in a given region and period. They pointed out the potential contradiction (dialectic) of the
goals and effects of individual emotions from the perspective of the individual and the
species they represent.
