Uplatnenie vysledkov projektu
Nas projekt je charakterizovany ako zakladny vyskum, ktory generuje nové poznatky.
Vysledky publikujeme v popredych vedeckych ¢asopisoch a diseminujeme medzi
odpornikov i Siroku verejnost.
Vysledky nasho vyskumu ponukaju praktické odporucania pre charitativne a dobrovolné
organizacie resp. Statom riadené organizacie, ktoré koordinuju dobrovolnikov a

Suhrn vysledkov riesenia projektu a naplnenia cielov projektu v slovenskom jazyku

Projekt vygeneroval 8 vedeckych Studii, 1 konferenénu sekciu, 2 medzinarodné workshopy,
2 diplomové prace, 1 skon€enu a 1 prebiehajucu doktorsku pracu a viacero popularizacnych
aktivit. Suhrn vysledkov:

1. Pocet prijemcov neovplyviuje dobrovolnt pomoc.

2. Moznost vyberu kolkym fTudom pomaoct zvySuje frekvenciu, ale nie vySku finanénych
darov. Flexibilita pri dobrovolnom darovani sa ukazuje byt délezita ak je ciefom opatreni
zvySenie ucasti.

3. Intervencie na zlepSenie koordinacie dopytu a ponuky dobrovolnych prispevkov v
statickych podmienkach su neaplikovatelné na trhoch charakterizovanych dynamickymi
efektami, ako napriklad nemoznost darovat krv niekolko nasledujucich tyzdrov po kazdom
darovani.

4. Zverejnenie ponuky z predchadzajuceho ¢asového obdobia zlepSuje koordinaciu v
statickych aj dynamickych podmienkach. Zverejnenie sucasného dopytu méze zlepsit
koordinaciu iba v statickych, avSak nie v dynamickych podmienkach.

5. Informovanie darcov o opera¢nych nakladoch na vedenie registra znacne znizuje
dobrovolné prispevky.

6. Opting-in systém neznizuje frekvenciu zapisovania sa do registra ani nezvySuje prispevky
pri porovnani s opting-out systémom. Pre charitativhe organizacie je lepSie vyuzivat zich
pohfadu lacnejSi systém.

7. Dar od charitativnej organizacie dobrovolnikovi zvySuje frekvenciu zapisovania sa ale
nezvysuje prispevky. Vzhlfadom na cenu daru su pre charitativhe organizacie dary spojené
so zapisovanim neefektivnou stratégiou.

8. Vypytanie si daru na pokrytie operacnych nakladov registra neznizuje frekvenciu
zapisovania sa a neovplyvriuje vySku prispevkov. Vyziadanie daru je tak efektivnejSou
stratégiou ako davanie daru.

9. Ludia su ochotni darovat, ak maju velmi jednoduchu cestu, to znamena jednoducha
registracia suvisiaca s darcovstvom, jednoducha platobna metéda a €¢o mozno najmenej
straveného Casu v suvislosti s touto innostou. NizSie transakéné naklady tym mézeme
zvysuju pocCet darcov.

Suhrn vysledkov rieSenia projektu a naplnenia cielov projektu v anglickom jazyku

The project resulted in 8 scientific studies, 1 conference section, 2 international workshops,
2 diploma theses, 1 completed and 1 ongoing doctoral thesis, and several popularization
activities. Summary of results:

1. The number of recipients does not affect voluntary help.

2. Being able to choose how many people to help increases the frequency, but not the
amount, of financial donations. Flexibility in voluntary donation is important if the aim is to
increase participation.

3. Interventions to improve the coordination of demand and supply of voluntary help under
static conditions are inapplicable in markets characterized by dynamic spillovers (e.g. the
inability to donate blood for several weeks after each donation).

4. Information about past supply improves coordination in both static and dynamic
conditions. Information about current demand can improve coordination only in static but not
dynamic conditions.

5. Informing donors about the overhead costs of maintaining the registry significantly
reduces voluntary contributions.

6. The opting-in system does not reduce enrollment into the registry or increase
contributions compared to the opting-out system. Charities should use a cheaper system
from their point of view.

7. A gift from a charity to a volunteer increases enrollment into the registry but does not
increase contributions. Given the cost of the gift, it is an ineffective strategy for charities.
8. Requesting a gift to cover the overhead costs does not reduce enrollment and does not
affect contributions. Requesting a gift is a more effective strategy than giving a gift.
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9. Lower transaction costs -- a simple registration, payment method, and as little time as
possible spent on an activity -- can increase the number of donors.
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
